China has a vast territory, spanning a wide range of latitudes, with varying
elevations and diverse terrains, resulting in significant differences in climate across
different regions.

Generally speaking, North China has four distinct seasons, with the hottest
summers reaching around 35°C and the coldest winters in the northernmost regions
reaching minus 40°C to minus 30°C. In South China, summers are humid and hot, and
due to the lack of centralized heating systems, winters are humid and cold. There are
deserts in West China, resulting in hot and dry summers and cold and dry winters. East
China faces the sea, and the temperature is regulated by the ocean and the temperature
difference is not significant. There is generally more summer precipitation throughout
the country, with the eastern region receiving more rainfall than the western region and
the southern region receiving more rainfall than the northern region. The influence of
monsoons is significant, with northwest or northeast monsoons prevailing in winter and

In China, the primary school system is five to six years, junior
high school is three to four years, and high school is three years.
After graduating from high school, students take the college entrance
examination and enter different universities based on their scores
and personal preferences.
